We use analytical cookies to collect information when you visit our website. This tells us how 
visitors use our site. The information is used to compile reports and to help us improve the 
site. 

The cookies collect information in an anonymous form, including the number of visitors to the 
site, where visitors have come to the site from and the pages they visited. These cookies do 
not contain any information about you as a person. 

We use Google Analytics to collect these cookies and understand how users navigate our 
site.
